Dep@ding upon thc
applioalion, the pre-filt€r csll be changcd scvcral limcs
before the nain filter mrlst be changed. Changing lbe
pre-fihers reguldly can eBend the usefu.l lrfe of the fnal
fillcr up to 50%

UNPACKING
CarctuIy inspect the unit for concealed

damage lhat mry havc ocDurred dung shippng ud
handlins. ff any d"mage is found, immediately conlact
the freieht conpany. Make sure that there arc no dents
in thc housing, rs they will prevent lhe filt6 fron
sliding into the units $noothly.
